ABSTRACT

This study is a structural approach intended to investigate aesthetics on the basis of the theory of semantics,
which utilizes the methods of intensifying significance. The theory of syntactic semantics functions in
evaluating the syntactic thought for the purpose of giving the Arabic language a description which explores
aesthetics in an attempt to locate the linguistic phenomenon.

This research demonstrates that Ibn Jinni concludes that the inner linguistic talent is the base of the structure
of the text. The paper undertakes to answer three questions:

1-What is the reason for rejecting the operator theory?
2-What is the function of this theory in linguistic structure?
3-What is the relation between this theory and the inflectional marker?

This research consists of four parts: The theory of syntactic semantics, syntax as the key to explore the text,
the relation between inflection and semantics, and the operator theory between acceptance and rejection.
