Sociology contributed 1o & very large extent towards
philosophical problems. it has its own point of view in poth
logic aed epistemology. Hesides, we notice that the soclolegical
point of view. fried to clacidate the social origins of ethics and

religion .

So. Sociology interferes by these contributions i the well
ypown fields of metaphysics, aud enters deeply in the great foris
of philosephy, siing at solving the suetaphysical problems, and
taking them out, depriving them of tyicir mental =od philosophical

origins .

Sociology, triss then, to discover ihe social séuiGes which
paveil ihe reel and cocial origins of the mental vroblesas, from
the point of sociciogical view. Therefore, Sociology's «wn »iTg, fa

to swallow mactaphysics, and to replace philosophy.

Ia this connection ¢ Fmile DPrehier» in < L histoire de la

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We Can see from these words of Emile Brehier, the historian
philosopher, that Durkheim’s sociological school, miade a great
philosophic trial, to take a position towards philosophic problems,

and to represent social solutions.

I meant by this thesis to limit the contributions of sociology in
different fields of philosophy, and to show how sociology shared
in « categories of knowledge, > « Laws sf thought and logic >,
and « postulates of ethics and religion » from the angle of

sociological dimensions.

But did sociology, by these contributions, stand on a firm
ground ?. Did it assure itself to replace philosophy ?, and to what
extent did it elucidate the mctaphysical problems ¥ and did it

give final solutions which could not be discussed any more ?

For all these questions, I tried to discuss and to evaluate the

results of sociology in the light of the discussions of philosophers,

) .

The method I followed was not historic in one of the senses
of this word. Because I have not followed the sociologists as they
appeared in the history of sociology, and I have not studied

everyone’s position towards philosophy as he dealt with.

Bat I followed the method of rousing the subjuets amd
problems as philosophy arranged it. For, the title of the fhesis k»
« Contribution of Sociology #o solve problems of Philosophy ». Then.
it Is dutiable that I must bLegin from these problems as phifosophy
wanted it to be.
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fs a unit that combines the parts and the problems of the first
chapter  Concerning « Logic », where I fried to deal with the

problems of logic as the sociologists aroused them.

Inside and through that frame, I divided logical problems
especially, the problem of <« Methrds of thought », «Laws of Formal
Logics, «Representationss, « Propositions », and < Concepts » . Finally
I dealt with logic in the light of Durkheimian sociology, for
< Emile Durkhein» is considercd the most famous sociologist who
contributed deeply in many philosophical problems. Then
I concluded the diffcerent sociological contributions to logic, with

extensive discussion and cvaluation.

There is also a unit that combines the parts aud the problems
of the secoud chapter, it is the unit of «The theory cf nowledges,
where I tried to deal with the epistemological problems, such as
scateyories> and «Origins of knowledges, from ‘the sociological point
of view, in reference to «Karl Marx», « Durkheim», «Max Scheler»,

« Mannheim», «Sorokin» and <Robert Mertono.

Then 1 concluded the different social contributions with
discussion, and 1 tried to evaluate the results of Sociology in

«Knowledge» aud «Categories».

But the unit that combines the parts and problems of the third
chapter, is the ﬁnit of «Ethics and Religion, where I tried to deal
with the « Ethical problem » aud « The religious problem >, to

elucidate the position of sociology towards the deep sources of

ethics and religion.

Then I concluded the social poinll of view, with discussion

and evaluation.
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n these papers; wc notice that philosophy and its problems
are the beginning and the nccessary introduction for sociology.
Because, without philosophy we cannot understand the sociological

theories, in any period, and in many contemporary attitudes.

If we ignore philosophy in the study of sociology, since

«Auguste Comte» up till pow, we will fall in ambiguity and

confusion, to study problems without origins.

Thus, we do not know why sociology deals with subjects aud

problems, with which it may wot deal if sociology was
independent in origin and dcvelopment from philosophy and

philosophers.

In fact, Sociology tries to be scicntific in its method and
subject. But, when sociolcgy deals with logic, epistcmology, ethics
and religion, it will deviate from its pure scientific aims. Hence,
sociology, in its contemporay stagcs, bas cut every relation with
philosophical problems, te tend only 1o socicty, and to study
social phenomena, by using scieotific methods, such as methods of
observation, statistic, comparison and explunation. In sociology, we
can study the different primitive, rural and urban societies. we
can also study social mobility, industralization, standard of living

aad the differnt institutions of the family and marriage.

In all these fields, sociology ‘can be considered as scientific
and follows scientific methods. DBut, it will not be so, if it is

_combined with philosophy and its problems.
