The other example is cultural which
is embodied by Abu Nuwas in his revolution against the ruins and his attempts to
steal the Arab glories and their poetry. However, the great cultural conflict in the
Abased period allows that some new purposes in poetry appear and embody the
Abased life such as glorifying discrimination ,atheism , homosexual eroticism |,
educational poetry and asceticism .This conflict affects the poetry so there are
many changes take place in this field such as colloquial and philosophical
expressions and the styles inclined to be very simple and clear in the poetry of
Abu-Atahiya and the exaggerations are clear particularly in the poetry of Abu

Nuwas.

There are many positive and negative results for this conflict . The positive
ones embodied in using philosophy and logic in the poetry which advance poets to
mental life and the appearance of educational poetry that becomes distinguishing
mark in this age which leads to educational message and a witness in the growth
of Abbasid life.



But the negative effects embodied in the destructive issues of poetry such as
discrimination , atheism , impudence , and male homosexual that destroyed the
Society of Abbasid Unity .This made D.Taha Husein say “Morals were lost but
literature won " but we must not generalize the rules on the Abbasid Society as a
whole of weakness because of a minority of poets who did evils and this section

doesn’t represent the nation.
