Linguistic Facts About “Hal” and Its Uses
An analytic Semantic Analysis

Syntacticians and those specialized in rhetoric constrained the uses of
“Hal”, but they allowed it to occur in “AlL-Hamza”. The source of the
constraint is that “Hal” does not occur for not believing. In this respect it is
different from *“Al-Hamza which is used for believing and imagination.
Accordingly, co-ordination of sentences with connected “?am” after “Hal” is
prevented; and preposing the subject into preverbal position after “Hal” is
also not allowed in verbal sentences.

This paper is a revision of these rules. The conclusion is derived from
studying authentic texts; and a new reading of the scholars’ opinions; and a
clarification of the linguistic facts about “Hal’” and its uses.
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
