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PREFACE

In 1882 the Rev. I. I. Straumann, Pfarrer at Mutenz, near Basle,

placed at my disposal a copy of the Paris MS. of the Dlwan of

Hassan made by the late Dr. Aumer, of Munich. With this copy

Pfarrer Straumann (who had at first intended to edit the Dlwan

himself) forwarded to me an interleaved copy of the Tunis print

of the poems, comprising collations with the MSS. of Berlin, London,

and St. Petersburg. This was accompanied by two booklets con-

taining several poems missing in the Tunis edition and a list of

quotations from the Dlwan in al-Bekri's Geographical Dictionary.

This Tunis edition (1864) gives the bare consonantic text of the

poems and some historical matter in connexion with the poems 5, 22,

38, 39, 56, 88, 102, 103, and 110. The poems do not follow the

order of any of the MSS., but are arranged according to the alphabet

of the rhymes. A reprint of this edition, inferior in every respect,

was published at Bombay, 1865.

A third edition, published at Cairo, 1904, is but another reprint

of the Tunis edition, upon which the editor claims to have improved

by collating the text of the poems with two MSS. The book is,

however, only distinguished from its predecessors by scanty foot-

notes. This reprint came under my notice too late to be considered

in the present edition.

I found it necessary to make a fresh copy of the Dlwan on the basis

of the British Museum MS. I also collated the same once more with

the Berlin MS., whilst Dr. Aumer's copy represented the Paris MS.

The Leyden MS. of al-Buhturi's Hamasa (see ZDMG. xlvii, p. 428)

I was only able to consult in the facsimile edition just published.

It contains sixteen lines of Hassan's poems, with few variations
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which will be found in the list of corrections. One line (p. 171)

is not in the Dlwan. In 1902 I submitted a short paper to

the Ninth International Congress of Orientalists in London on

(Transactions, vol. ii, pp. 99-103). Through pressure of work I was

obliged to put the publication off for several years. I then thank-

fully accepted the offer of the Trustees of the Gibb Memorial to see

the work through the press.

To the Authorities of the British Museum my thanks are due

for allowing me the use of its books and MSS. They are likewise

due to the Librarians of the Royal Library of Berlin and the

University Library of Strassburg for the loan of their MSS. I have

also to thank the Librarian of the India Office Library for having

procured for me the Berlin MS., and the Librarian of University

College for enabling me to use the Strassburg MS. of Ibn Asakir

in the rooms of the College.

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INTRODUCTION

I. Thb-MSS.

The MSS. upon which the present edition of the Diwan is based

are the following :
—

1. Cod. Brit. Mus Add. 19,539 (L.).

The text of the poems represents the recension of Mohammed
b. Hablb (died 245 h.), who dictated the same to his disciple Abu
Said al-Sukkari (died 275). This dictation ended with No. cci,

as stated by Al-Sukkari in a note attached to that poem. The

remaining twenty -
eight poems he copied from his teacher's

collections, the latter evidently not considering them authentic. 1

The note in question is given in L. and P., but not in Pt., which,

however, gives the text of the poems. The latter are missing
in B., which therefore ends with No. cci. This MS., however,

has two poems (fols. 25vo and 51r0
)
which are not to be found

in the other MSS.

The edition chiefly follows the recension of L. 2
,
which is dis-

tinguished not only by clear writing and great correctness, but is

1 The words <&^j J exclude any other reason but hesitation on the part of Ibn

Hablb.

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also largely vocalised. A special feature of this MS. is that it

has many marginal notes, both historical and philological, not to be

found in the other MSS.

Beside these MSS. which contain the whole Diwan, the following

MSS. have been consulted for single poems or small groups :

6. Ibn Asakir's Ta'rikh Dimashq, Cod. (Strassburg) Spitta, 10,

Thabit the text of

No. xin with a useful commentary, as well as other poems
either in full or in part. Among the latter is a short

poem which is not to be found in the Diwan.

7. Ibn Hamdun (Cod. Brit. Mus. Or. 3179-80) quotes the poem
No. xxm and one line of No. xxvn with several other

detached lines. Some of these are not in the Diwan. 1

8. Of some use were also the MSS. of Ibn Hisham (Brit. Mus.

Add. 18,500, and India Office No. 1051) which had not

been consulted by "Wiistenfeld. The former is a fine

code with occasional vowel signs and short marginal notes.

The latter only contains half of the work.

9. For a number of poems given in H. the Kitab al~lktij'u,

an abbreviated edition of this work (Cod. Brit. Mus. Add.

18,864), proved very useful. It is a fine MS. in Maghribine

hand, and the poems are fully vocalised.

II. Authenticity of the Poems

Apart from the compiler's note in L. and P., mentioned above,

which casts doubts on the genuineness of the last twenty-eight

poems, the headings of many other poems contain remarks of

a similar <h;rracter. Hassan was undoubtedly the most popular

poet of the rising Islam. 2 He is the father of religious poetry
in the Arabic language. Having been among the 'Helpers,'

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he was in his declining years a person of some political influence,

lie was a partisan of the Caliph Othman. In an elegy on the

murder of the same (No. xx) he almost openly charges the succeeding

Caliph, Aliy, with having connived at the deed and even worse. 1

He was also a master of scurrilous abuse. All these facts caused

many anonymous poems expressing feelings akin to his to be

attributed to him.

Somewhat prior to Mohammed b. Habib doubts as to the

authenticity of many of Hassan's poems quoted were raised by
Ibn Hisham. The criticisms of both men do not, however, agree
in all cases. On the contrary, Ibn Hisham bona fide communicates

many which are not to be found in the Diwan. Among these are

two elegies on the death of Mohammed, 2 but they are so obviously
modelled on Hassan's style that one cannot wonder that they were

fathered on him.

Besides these there exists a goodly number of other poems
and single lines, dispersed over numerous other works which bear

Hassan's name, but have no place in the Diwan. A MS., of the

British Museum (Add. 7596) styled 4iL^ wi\^- has, among other

poems, one consisting of sixty-three lines of meditative character. 3

It is ascribed to Hassan, but has otherwise no claim to authenticity.

The existence of spurious Hassan verses in B. 4 and the works of

Ibn Asiikir and Ibn Hamdiin has been mentioned above,

Ahlwardt (Poesie unci Poetik der Araber) gives the Arabic text

as well as the German translation of a poem of three lines, attributed

to Hassan,
5 which are not in the Diwan. Many Arabic works

on literature quote spurious verses of Hassan. To give an

exhaustive list of the same is both irksome and unnecessary,
and I therefore only mention the most important. Seven of such

quotations occur in the Kamil of Al-Mubarrad. 6 A poem of five

1 The Kitab

al'Aghdm reproduces in the various articles touching on episodes

of Hassan's life whole poems as well as single lines attributed to him.2

Real and alleged verses of Hassan are quoted in many Arab

works not devoted to literature proper. To give an account of the

former would serve no useful purpose,
3 and I therefore confine myself

to compile a small list of works in which spurious verses are found.

More than a dozen are supplied by the geographical works of Yiiqut
4

;»nd Al-Bakri.5 The historical works of Al-Tabari and Ibn al-Athlr

have one each. 6 A rather large number is to be found in the Lisan

III. Relation of Poems to the Qoran and Contemporary

History

An important feature of Hassan's poems is their bearing on the

Qoran and the history of early Islam. We meet in his verses quite

a number of Qoranic phrases.
8

Considering that later on Moslim

theologians discountenanced the employment of phrases of the Qoran
in poetry,

9 the insertion of such phrases shows unmistakeably that

at the time when Hassan composed his poems the text of the Qoran
had not yet been canonised. From the opening line of No. cliv we

may gather that Hassan had his share in the appointment of the

word Mohammed as the Prophet's official appellation. It is even

possible that the play upon the words mahmud and muhammad gave

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the first impulse to the adoption of the latter title by the Prophet,

which, in fact, did not take place till two years before his death. 1

Hassan's verses are also illustrative of other passages in the Qoriin.

The curse uttered by Mohammed against his uncle Abu Lahab

(Qor. cxi) is re-echoed in poem ccxvn. When a Meccan scoffer

approached Mohammed with a rotten bone, inquiring whether it

would be revived on the day of Resurrection, the Prophet answered

with Qor. xxxvi, 78. The same incident forms the burden of poem
lv. 2 The theft of two coats of mail which gave rise to a special

Qoranic revelation (iv, 107-12) is alluded to in poem xxxvu. An
allusion to Jacob's admonition to his sons (Qor. xii, 67) is to be

found in poem li.

At the time of the Hijra Hassan was already advanced in years.

He did not join Islam immediately, although traditionists endeavour

to create the impression of his early conversion by attaching a note

to poem cv to the effect that it was " the first he composed in Islam."

The poem in question
3

is merely a rebuke administered to an

individual of the Qoreish who had ill-treated a member of Hassan's

tribe, but is otherwise quite free from any religious tendency. He

probably did not become an outspoken follower of Mohammed till

after the victory of Badr, when the Prophet's political power was in

the ascendancy. Then Hassan composed a number of poems deriding

the vanquished enemy. Not all those, however, bearing his name
seem to be authentic.4 His motive was personal rather than religious.

He bewails fallen friends and tribesmen, and gloats over the death of

foes. 5 His personal relations to Mohammed do not appear to have

become intimate till after the slander affair of Aisha, the Prophet's
favourite wife. This incident took place in the year 6 h.6 Aisha

had been accused of faithlessness to her husband, and Hassan was

said to have sneered at her reputation. The result was a castigation

received at the hand of the supposed lover, who considered himself

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further insulted by a satire against his kinsmen (No. cxl).
1 To

exonerate himself in the eyes of Mohammed, Hassan recited a poem

(No. cxl) which not only expressed his belief in Aisha's virtue but

also his loyalty to the Prophet. Now the cardinal line in the poem
also occurs, with a slight variation, in an elegy on the death of his

own daughter (No. cxn). It is, therefore, not at all certain whether

the poem In vindication of Aisha's honour was composed at that

time. 2 I am much inclined to assume that it was composed some

time after Mohammed's death, when Aisha was a person of great

political influence with whom he desired to be on good terms.

In any case Hassan drew upon himself the attention of Mohammed,
who began to appreciate his powerful satire, though he probably

evinced less admiration for his poetic talent. Hassan extolled

Mohammed in a poem (No. xci) in which he proclaimed his belief

in his messengership. He praised the Ansar for assisting Mohammed,
but took care to include himself among their number (Nos. vi, ix,

xvn, clxi), although he fought for Islam, not with his sword, but

with words only. But this he did very effectively. His verses

illustrated great and small incidents. He sang the Moslim victories,

bewailed the defeats, and mourned for the loss of the martyrs, among
whom was his brother Aws (No. vn).

There was, however, another reason for the friendship which

existed between Mohammed and Hassan. Although the former

disliked and feared poets in general, he favoured Hassan, because

in his poems, especially in Nos. xcvi, xcvn, CLXvrn, he not only
condoned but actually extolled as well-merited punishments the

following acts : the assassination of several persons inimical to

Mohammed's cause, the expulsion of two Jewish tribes from the

neighbourhood of Medina in spite of ancient rights and treaties,

: i nd the massacre of a third.

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The greatest event in the history of early Islam was naturally

the seizure of Mecca, which was won, not by siege or assault, but

by a trick. Mohammed, nevertheless, celebrated the deed in two

revelations (Qor. xxviii, 1 and ex, 1) as a 'victory.' This word

forms the keynote of a long poem by Hassan (No. i)
l

composed in

honour of the same event. Very popular is a series of poems

(Nos. xxii, xxin, xxv) which Hassan is supposed to have recited in

defence of Islam before the insolent delegates of an unconverted

tribe. It goes without saying that the opposition poets declared

themselves beaten by Hassan's superior talent and were converted on

the spot.

Of special interest are two dirges composed on the death of

Mohammad (Nos. cxxxin, cxxxiv). They are distinguished by deep

feeling, and really compensate the reader for the insipidity of many
others. In another poem (No. xix) on Mohammed, and probably

composed after his death, we find the important statement that the

Prophet had spent a little over ten years in Mecca. 2 This evidence

by a contemporary is, of course, of much greater value than those

of later traditionists and historians. Otherwise the poem in question

repeats the unfounded assertion that its author was among those

who had assisted Mohammed with their wealth and their bodies.

On the contrary, it was Mohammed who had rewarded Hassan's

services with the double gift of an estate and a wife. Really

interesting is the last line of the poem just mentioned, because it

contains, in poetic form, the formula of confession of a Moslim.

Hassan survived not only Mohammed, but also the Caliphs Abu

Bakr, Omar, and Othman. The demise of the first two is mourned

in two suitable poems (Nos. xxxiv and exxxv), but on the death

of Othman the Diwan contains not less than seven elegies (Nos. xx,

xxx-xxxni, clxii, clxiii). They may not all be authentic, although
there was good reason for Hassan's personal attachment to Othman.

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When Mohammed had entered Medina he showed real statesman-

ship by pairing the Meccan '

(Ansar). Othniiln had found shelter

in the house of Aws, Hassan's brother, and for this reason, as Ibn

Istiaq expresses it,
1 " Hassan loved him and bewailed his death.

,,

IV. Character of Hassan's Poetry

" I steal not from poets ; nay, their song equals not mine." These

are the modest words in which our poet describes his talent (No. vin,

1. 19). We need not take this proud boast too seriously, as it only

expresses the spirit of the age which recognized.fakhr, i.e. self-praise,

as a legitimate subject of poetry. The Arab literateurs were not,

however, influenced by Hassan's good opinion of himself, and style

him "the greatest citizen poet.
, ' 2 However well meant, this is not

an unqualified praise, as they do not rank him among the great singers

of the desert. The merely aesthetic enjoyment in the study of his

poems is moderate. Yet his lyrics are not without merit, and several

of them belong to the best he ever composed. The memories of

the happy days he had spent in the house of the Ghassanide princes

at Jilllq (near Damascus) form the burden of a really fine song

(No. xiii).
3 Grateful recollections of benefits received at the hand

of these princes are also expressed in the elegies on Haiith b. Abi

Shimr (No. lii) and Jabala b. al-Aiham (No. exxv). To these

may be added several lively drinking-songs which are not without

a certain charm (Nos. xxiv, xxxix, xlii, xliii), and one of moral

reflections (No. clxxvii).

No element is so strongly represented in Hassan's verses as fakhrt

and it even permeates poems composed in honour of Mohammed and

his heroes. lie praises his ancestors, tribe, family, faithfulness, and

liberality, and particularly his sword which never left its scabbard.

Hi- power of satire lias been alluded to before. When attacking an

enemy he did not mince words, but indulged in the grossest and

most offensive terms. His verses are a true mirror of his character,

!l i the conditions under which he lived. Whenever he speaks
of his warlike deeds we must take it with a large grain of salt, but

when he extols the sharpness of his tongue we can fully believe him.
